I am glad to see that at last someone is thinking about us - the Australian expatriates living abroad. Since leaving Australia in 1997, I have been trying to bring my concerns and thoughts to the Australian Govt through local Embassy here in Zagreb but without much success (if my guess is correct).

I would like someone to clarify the following points for me who is currently living in Croatia and remitting incomes to Australia on regular basis:

1) What will happen with my Pension Fund that has been paid regularly to local bodies/organisations by my current overseas employer? How am I going to claim that?

2) Do I need to submit a Tax Return in Australia since all taxes are paid according to local Tax laws and regulations? Can I get an equivalent Tax assessment from the ATO?

3) If I make any investment in Australia, how will it be treated? Will it be taxable at all? If yes, why?

4) Is there any incentive for Australian expatriates who send foreign currencies to Australia? If not, why?

5) How to cast our votes during Australian elections? Why don't the local embassies play a constructive role in exercising this right by the Australian Expatriates? Currently, the embassies play a very passive role if I am allowed to say so!
