I am Founder and CEO of, "Executive Connexions", a business networking for mutual benefit service. Our primary mission / service, "to be the world leader in facilitating any 2 or more business people - in the same city - at the same time - with the same lifestyle needs - TO CONNECT...
 

Phase 1 saw over 200 stakeholders contribute $675,500 capital and a substantial level of services to an extensive research and development programme. That expenditure has allowed us to get where we are today. The outcome is a completed system that needs to be built and trialled as a prototype for Australia and in turn applied to international communities.

Some significant statistics: -

1. As your submission request states, there are 1 million Australians living abroad, 
2. There are >350 million ex-pats from all countries living abroad

3. There are 75,000 international business events each month - there is not one Internet Event System, anywhere internationally, that allows a business person to search by date, region, and lifestyle service category, see an comprehensive event directory, including seeing the profiles of who else from every corner of the world is attending.
4. There are over 135 million business people travelling between major international regions each month

5. There are over 450 million people including >125 million business people who are members of meeting and dating services as their attempts to find a quality and sophisticated networking for mutual benefit service have been in vain

Yes, there IS NOT one live and real time technology and communication solution anywhere in the world that delivers a quality networking for mutual benefit service solution - allowing any 2 or more people from any part of the world to share knowledge with like-minded people in real time….

Our Strategy / Submission - is simple
· Provide 1 million Australian expatriates with a special lifetime membership offer of $50, instead of $50 per quarter

· Establish them as the international ambassadors for Executive Connexions, to promote the service to their international business associates, and their associates, via special serial number POS resources, (brochures, business cards), distributed at work, events, functions, and via appropriate marketing and advertising material…

· The system will allow our corporate team and the individual ambassador to view a map of the world with all regions shaded by the number of international business people visiting our service, and the number joining our service

· For every 100 business people they introduce to the club per year, it represents: -

· USD$2.5 billion per year in export revenue

· 15,750 careers for local and international Australians across 750 international regions at 21 executives per region

· A rebate to each ambassador of USD$3,000 per 100 introduced members, in appreciation of their support, and to assist with all costs associated with them living overseas

This design brief clearly demonstrates the value the system will provide international business travellers at many, many levels.

Our objective is to identify what support and remuneration strategy can be negotiated between The Southern Cross Group and Executive Connexions to result in the implementation of the system internationally via the Australian expatriates network and for the range of benefits as set out at the top of this page.

Introduction

KNOWLEDGE: -

Targeting a % of >2.5m Australian Executives currently demonstrating a serious need to share knowledge or acquire knowledge, with someone, or a group of people, who face the same critical challenges and share the same critical needs they do, i.e. >75,000 entrepreneurs in Australia - being one of 1,000’s of similar examples…

LIFESTYLE: -

Targeting a % of >2.5m Australians currently members of other member based associations, who are looking for a more advanced level of sharing mutual benefits with other members, a service not currently available within their clubs… i.e – Golf Club, Health Clubs, Beauty Club, Fashion Clubs, Racing Clubs, Books Clubs…etc. 

TRAVEL: -

Targeting a % of >1.5m Australians currently members of business travel clubs who are looking for a more advanced travel service, For example: - choosing who you sit next to on a flight from Sydney to London, again, a service not currently available within these travel services… i.e – Corporate Traveler, Corporate Traveler Management, International Executive Traveler, Jetset Executive Travel, Qantas Club, Expedia Travel…etc. 

We believe this service and it’s value has NOT been delivered by organizations such as those above as they see the bringing together of large groups of their members under the processes our system will - as a serious threat to their very traditional strategies, employed over many years, for growing their membership under tight and focused service delivery …

Our service is dramatically different and has already been embraced, and will continue to be embraced by high levels of proven support - because we like all other organizations above DO NOT control what we believe members should have delivered - we deliver an environment where members can easily find and enjoy any combination of mutual benefits with other members…

Professor Goldsworthy has an extensive background as a CEO and corporate director. Over a period of some 50 years he has been prominent not only in business, but also deeply involved in the public sector, the arts, science policy, education and politics.

· He is currently Chairman of several private and public companies (RPData Ltd, GTA Human Resources Ltd, AAZF Ltd, Kale Consultants Australia Ltd, Australian Accounting Financial Services Ltd, The Australian Institute Of Technology; The Australian Institute Of Business Principles, Reveal International Pty Ltd; and the Triton Foundation Ltd.) He is a past member of the Business Council of Australia

· He is also currently Executive Director of the Business/Higher Education Round Table (and a Past President); a Member of the Industry Research &Development Board; Chairman of its IT&T Committee, a Director of the Australian American Fulbright Commission

· In his business career he has been Chairman or CEO of billion dollar corporations in the construction, housing hospitality, gaming, property development, information technology, banking and insurance industries. (MD & CEO, Jennings Group Ltd; CEO, Suncorp Building Society; Director, Jennings Properties (now Centro Ltd, Chairman, Strarch International ltd., Director, Jupiters Development Ltd., Director, Jupiters Management Ltd)

· In his professional career he was the Founding Chairman of the Centre for International Research on Communication and Information Technologies based at RMIT University; has been President as well as CEO (and Life Member) of the Australian Computer Society; World President for the International Federation for Information Processing, and in 1999 achieved the rare honour of being elected an Honorary Member of that body. He is a Governor of the International Council of Computer Communication; and in 1996 the Peoples Republic of China honoured him by electing him a Fellow of the Chinese Institute of Electronics (One of only 5 Foreign Fellows)

· His public service career was capped as Director of Economic Statistics for the Australian Government. He has serves on many government boards including the Australian Science and Technology Council; the Australian Payments System Council; National library; and Consultant to the Australian Law Reform Commission. In 1997 he chaired the Information Industries Task Force which gave rise to the Global information Economy Report (the Goldsworthy Report)-an agenda or growing the information industries in Australia.

· A deep interest in the arts has seen him serve as Chairman of the Queensland Theatre Company, Director of the Australian Ballet, the Queensland Ballet (Life Member), the Rock’n Roll Circus, and the Queensland Performing Arts Trust.

· His academic career saw him invited to be Dean of the School of Business and Professor of Leadership at Bond University for seven years, and since then he has been an Adjunct Professor at Griffith University. He is a Fellow of the Australian Academy of Technological Sciences and Engineering.

· He was Federal President from 1990-93 (and Life Member) of the Liberal Party

· His community service includes the Scout Association, Arthritis Foundation, Red Shield Appeal, and the National Gallery of Victoria
