      To whom it may concern I Charlie Falzon was born in Malta on the 16 th February 1957 .My parents migrated to Australia from Malta in 1964 ,when I was only 7 yrs old .Most of my education till high school was in Australia .Basically all my upbringings was all in Australia for 23years.I can't understand why it still can't be my home again.

      The reason that i ended-up in Malta was just for a holiday to get over my divorce.While i was here on holidays i met my girlfriend as being an university student she had a 5 year coarse with a remaining of 2 years study to become a teacher.I didn't have any problems at this time because on my passport it had an Australian Home Residence .When i went to the Australian Embassy that it was in Sliema at that time, to extend my passport they told me there's no need as it was written Home Residence in Australia on my passport. 

      One problem came after another as my intentions was always that one day i would go back to Australia.At this time my fiance and i decided to get married.When we went to apply for a loan,for them to except me as a client for the loan i have to hand in my passport to be a Maltese resident which i don't think that it was fair. 

      It was Take it or leave it! 9 years ago we went to Australia to see if my wife would like Australia and be able to work there as a teacher.The first thing that we did was to go to the Australian Embassy and they told me i have no problems of getting my dual citizenship so we did all the paper work that was needed. The only problem i had was to stay for 3 months in Australia for 3 months which i couldn't as i had to return back to my business and sell everything.The Australian Embassy agreed that it was no problem if i do that.When we came back to Malta we started selling everything than all of a sudden my wife decided she didn't want to go and this is when all my problems started that led to my separation.Now i can't understand when i went to the AUSTRALIAN  EMBASSY in Malta they didn't have the time of the day for me ,which i felt i was mistreated badly and they destroyed my morale.After loosing everything now i can't understand why  am having all these problems to go back to Australia.Now i am going to Australia for 1 year working holiday hoping that i will get a better service and a more bigger heart that might understand the problem i have been through just to go back HOME.
