b) Can the Department separate the allocation of funds between those who will reach the safety net as part of the $500 threshold and those who will get it as part of the $1,000 threshold?
c) What is the allocation of funds for each of the outyears for the safety net?
Answer:

Table 1 below allocates estimated safety net expenditure across the period of the forward estimates.. Administered funds are broken down between those provided to persons reaching the $500 safety net and those reaching the $1,000 safety net. The allocation of administered funds has been separated between estimated expenditure for those individuals and families qualifying for the proposed safety net at the $500 threshold and those individuals and families qualifying for the proposed safety net at the $1,000 threshold.
