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Senator Allison asked: 

How many households would have an expenditure of more than $1,000 per annum?
Answer:

Based on current HIC processing data for registered families and individuals, an estimated 

55,000 families and individuals would incur over $1,000 in out of pocket costs for medical 

services subsidised by the Medical Benefits Schedule. This number will be reduced on the 

introduction of the $500 safety net for families and individuals in receipt of a Commonwealth 

Concession Card or Family Tax Benefit (A).
