Senator McLucas asked: 


How many Australian families and individuals would receive financial benefits from the government’s proposed safety net if both the receipt of Family Tax Benefit (A) and/or the receipt of a Commonwealth Concession Card were removed as qualifications for access to the $500 threshold? (ie, $500 as a single threshold)
Answer:

Based on modelling consistent with that done for the safety net with the $500 and $1,000 thresholds, were the threshold to be set at $500 for all Australian families and individuals, an estimated 400,000 families per year would benefit from the safety net.
